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Interventions into institutional collections are well-established, traditionally through juxtaposing 
objects from different cultures or periods to challenge sanctioned histories by proposing 
alternatives.  While COVID-19 has curtailed personal visits to the physical sites of public 
collections it has simultaneously expanded audience engagements with their websites and online 
resources.  C H R O M O P H I L I A operates in this altered environment as a virtual intervention 
into the digital avatars of three plaster casts of Roman copies of even older lost Greek works, 
QRUPDOO\�RQ�GLVSOD\�LQ�WKH�&DVW�+DOO�RI�1HZ�<RUN·V�,QVWLWXWH�RI�&ODVVLFDO�$UFKLWHFWXUH�& Art.  The 
Discobolus, Sleeping Ariadne, and Demeter Ludovisi immigrated to the United States when acquired by 
the Metropolitan Museum and in 2004, were part of an important group of significant casts gifted 
to the ICAA by The MET.  For this project these three casts have been animated using techniques
